OLDER AUDIENCES
1.	 Everything God created has been given a name.  Some of these names are descriptive such as 
a “violet”.  Some names are short and common such as “dog” or “cat”.  Some names are even rather 
interesting such as “hippopotamus” and “rhinoceros”.  This video invites us to explore names people have 
given to God.  What is the name you most often call God in your prayers or what image comes to mind 
when you think of God?

2.	 Our names are important, too.  We are all boys or girls, men or women.  But we also have other 
names, names that are unique to us.  Perhaps you have “Mary” or “John” as your given name.  However 
you probably have collected some nicknames along the way.  Your grandmother may call you a special 
name and your friends may call you a different name.
